	Brief course description


	The course will encompass reading and discussions about literary texts that belong to children's literature (e.g., nursery rhymes, fairy tales, fables, legends, stories, picture books, novels) with special emphasis on the characteristic genres of children’s literature. We will be dealing with the first books for children (such as hornbooks, chapbooks, etc.), the first publications for children (John Newbery) and present the overview of the history of children's literature as well as contemporary books for children in English. The reading list is not strictly defined, but is the result of students' and lecturer's choice as well as availability. It includes the following authors: Lewis Carroll, Mark Twain, L. Frank Baum, J. M. Barrie, C. S. Lewis, A. A. Milne, Beatrix Potter, Oscar Wilde, J. R. R. Tolkien, Enid Blyton, Maurice Sendak, Eric Carle, Dr. Seuss, E. B. White, Louis Lowry, Roald Dahl, Judy Blume, Jeff Kinney, Lemony Snicket, J. K. Rowling, and others. The course also takes a look at children’s literature in the context of contemporary media theories and phenomena, such as convergence culture, cross-media approaches, transmedia storytelling, crossover literature, fan fiction, etc.
