	AIM: The aim of the subject is to connect the knowledge about cell organelles ultrastructure with cell functioning.

LECTURES: Ultrastructure of membranes: lipid bilayer, membrane proteins and their function in membrane transport. Structural and functional connections between nucleus and endoplasmic reticulum: the analysis of electron microphotographs, molecular transport in and out of nucleus. Ultrastructure of Golgy apparatus and its products. Mitochondria and plastids: induced ultrastructural changes. Cytoskeleton and cell differentiation. 
LABS: Fixation procedure, block preparation, sectioning with ultramicrotome, interpretation of microphotographs.
