	Brief course description


	The course focuses on key concepts of protected areas (PAs), governance and law, with an emphasis on their role and influence in nature protection and biodiversity conservation at national and international levels. 

The course will provide students with the knowledge on: 
objectives and primary functions of PAs and their protection phenomena; classification values, ecosystem goods and services; national and international conservation strategies and PAs categories; objectives and basic functions of PAs management; PAs management plans; conservation strategy and the specificities of PAs management in Croatia; research, monitoring and conservation of wildlife in PAs; the concept of integrated PAs management; visitor management, services and infrastructure of PAs; tourism and recreational use of PAs; PAs and local communities - sustainable use of PAs.
A part of the seminars includes field trips to local PAs showing the examples of successful PAs management - identification of natural heritage and biodiversity, implementation of conservation activities, information systems and monitoring.
