	Brief course description


	The course will focus on a critical approach to contemporary discussions on intercultural theatre phenomena (Fischer-Lichte, Bharucha, Pavis, Barba, Watson, Schechner, Zarrilli), as well as its post-avant-garde versions, deeply embedded in discourses of theatre anthropology and performance studies, or theatre practice. Therefore, paradigmatic director's praxis, hence eager to transform Far-Eastern "transcultural" forms of actors training in some kind of a "firm knowledge", trying to encompass them in a pragmatic performance art epistemology – subdued to a certain common sense (Artaud, Grotowski, Brook, Barba, Zarrilli) – will also be discussed. So, central assumption arising from this contexts privileges the idea of "theatre worldliness", closely connected to the idea of world literature, manifested in the field of performance studies as – intercultural and transcultural theatre, Eurasian theatre, interweaving performance cultures, theatre of the world and theatre without frontiers. Hence, this assumption, first of all, generates the epistemological divisions inside of the field of performance studies, thus trying to transform theatre anthropology as a discipline into a dominant theoretical discourse. Developmental matrixes of Eurasian theatre or its theory clearly denounce these processes of differentiation (world theatre should maybe be intercultural, transcultural, global, but also intracultural, glocal) inside of the recent theatre studies, and therefore will be evoked.
