	The first two parts of the course are concerned with the internal structure of lexical items, the first with their morphological makeup and the form-meaning fit, and the second part with an even more important aspect of their internal structure, i.e. with their semantic structure (types of meaning, polysemy and homonymy, procedures for meaning elicitation and description). The rest of the course takes a look at the structure of the lexicon, i.e. at various types of paradigmatic and syntagmatic relationships obtaining between lexical items, such as antonymy, synonymy, taxonymy, part-whole relations, collocations, and selectional restrictions.
