Within this course, the main features of hate speech and its regulations in particular systems are given, with the highest emphasis being placed on the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and the judgements of the European Court of Human Rights that have influenced or still affect national systems of Member States. Also, students learn the judgments of other courts that may be of relevance to the topic in question, thus gaining knowledge about the formation of specific standards in the aforementioned area.
