	Industrial development is not the only possible route to a developed country standard of living, but it is a well-proven one. Although today the service sector accounts for over 50% of GDP in most countries, the majority of these services are directly or indirectly connected to industry. Spreading of knowledge and cooperation in R&D activities has become essential in creating a dynamic market system which will provide consumers with new products and improved and cost-effective processes. Reindustrialisation must include innovative competition policy that will ensure industry innovation, industry competitiveness in the international market and consequently sustainability of industry necessary for long-term sustainability of economic growth. There must be ‘smart interventions and institutions’ at all levels and in all areas of economic policy which will be used to influence the competitiveness of industry. The finding of own smart specializations is the only key for survival. 
This research area is concerned with the interrelated problems of industrial economics – regional policy, innovation, institutional economics and globalization. The program is designed to prepare students to examine and analyze industrial policies throw cases of good practice and devise effective strategies for solving some problems.
