	Brief course description


	Through the extensive reading of popular fiction produced in the last two decades of the twentieth century, the students will be introduced to the variety and multiethnic perspectives of contemporary writing in English, as well as some trends in contemporary literature and literary criticism. These include the paramount tenets of postmodern poetics, such as the blending of the fictive and the documentary, magic and realism, commitment to autobiography, the recycling of styles, and rewriting of history. The students will be encouraged to actively participate the classes through written assignments, class discussion, and group work and to reflect on some aspects of the contemporary reality, including the role of a language and fiction in (re)constructing of a cultural identity, bridging the gaps and promoting understanding between divergent cultures. The course also seeks to develop students' expository writing skills, as each student is expected to produce two analytical essays based on the texts and topics discussed in class.
