	Organized like a series of interdisciplinary lectures, this course offers a theoretical/conceptual, as well as practical insight in  the latest achievements in the field of spatial theory. Offering a wide range of methods and concepts (phenomenology,  psychoanalysis, deconstruction, semiotics), the course encourages students to think and create their artworks baring in mind the materiality, meaning, context, social imagery and politics of space. A special emphasis is placed on the relationship between contemporary art strategies, urban space and the city development. Within such a framework, students should develop a research based art project that investigates and interprets the invisible zones of the residential areas and establishes a critical relation with the appropriated public/private space, emptied out, devastated and alienated through the processes of transition and capitalism. Underlying this process is the idea that offers a set of methods/tools for discovering, redefining the artistic position, thus achieving emancipation from the dominant discourses lacking criticality.
