	Brief course description


	Acquiring basic knowledge of the ecology of freshwater phytoplankton as well as development of skills to analyze qualitative and quantitative composition of phytoplankton in order to assess the water quality and trophic state.

Lecture topics include: Phytoplankton - definition, classification, and basic energy features in aquatic ecosystems. Adaptations to the planktonic lifestyle. Phytoplankton community - structure and seasonal dynamics in the different types of freshwater ecosystems. Horizontal and vertical distribution of phytoplankton. Photosynthetic activity of phytoplankton. The influence of nutrients on the development of phytoplankton. Trophic interactions: phytoplankton - zooplankton - ichtiofauna. Phytoplankton as an indicator of the trophic status of aquatic ecosystems.

Laboratory exercises include the following: Qualitative and quantitative phytoplankton analyses. Determination of phytoplankton biomass. Chlorophyll-a, -b and -c analyses. Saprobiological analysis of phytoplankton. Trophic assessment of aquatic ecosystems.
