	The course provides management-related knowledge necessary for practical implications of the restoration measures of lakes, wetlands and rivers. 

LECTURE CONTENT: Water ecosystems- structure and function, monitoring and ecological state qualification. Problems of lakes and reservoirs – types and sources of problems, qualitative and qualitative assessment of the problem. Remedial techniques – external control measures, internal control measures. Use of models.  Planning for sound management of water ecosystems.  

SEMINAR CONTENT: Restoration methods – hypolimnetic withdrawal, precipitation of phosphorus and inactivation, sediment oxidation, sediment removal, hypolimnetic aeration, procedures to control plant biomass – harvesting, biomanipulation. Lake, river and wetland restoration – case studies.
