	This course consists of two main parts. The first part provides an introduction to the ways in which culture is represented in language and the role of the cultural component in language. Issues discussed include the relation between language, culture and thought; universalist versus relativist views of language; and impact cultural differences make on language structure and meaning. The course will also consider the topic of how language reflects the way humans conceptualize the world. It will also address the causes of language change and  whether there are some universal tendencies regarding them.                                                                                The second part of the course will address practical problems that arise from such an interrelationship between language, culture and thought, e.g. the problem of translating culture-specific phenomena and the pedagogical implications of the relationship between language, culture and thought.
