	Course description


	The course deals with coordinate and subordinate linking of sentences in the process of forming complex sentences. All types of complex sentences are presented. A coordinate sentence consists of at least two semantically-related grammatical clauses equal in rank. Sentences containing at least one superordinate and one subordinate clause are analyzed within the framework of the valency theory. Thus, the subordinate (dependant) clause is treated as complement or supplement of the predicate of the superordinate clause, or as the attribute of a non-verbal word within the superordinate clause. Further topics are: consecutio temporum; direct and indirect speech; the word order in the subordinate clause; punctuation; logic errors in (complex) sentences (double negation and similar); typical mistakes in the formation of German complex sentences.
