	Course description


	The course is an introduction to theoretical and practical aspects of research of second language acquisition processes, and its implications for further development of teaching and learning.

In its theoretical part, the course gives a survey of methods applied in SLA research, their advantages and disadvantages, as well as possibilities and the necessity of their triangulation. It analyses various approaches and procedures in conducting a research, starting from planning a research, which includes stating the problem, formulating hypotheses, and defining goals. Issues connected with criteria for selecting adequate research methods in line with research goals, context and practical limitations are discussed. Ways of gathering date are analysed. The review of qualitative and quantitative data-collection procedures encompasses a presentation of basic methods of statistical analysis. Ways of reporting on conducted research are explored. In the practical part of the course, students apply the acquired knowledge in a small-scale study that they carry out on their own.
