	The following topics are dealt with: methods of film interpretation (structuralism, biographic interpretation, semiotics, sociological and psychological interpretation, comparison to other films of the same genre), director's opus; elements of a film (iconic CODE, pictures as speech acts, narrative situations in films, verbal and nonverbal signs, allegories, symbols, time, space [stage, scene, prompts, lights], characters/actors), picture analysis (lighting, type and size of  shot, camera perspective, camera movements), tone analysis (voices, sounds, music), cinematographic techniques (manipulation with a camera, cuts and editing [coherence and types of transition], special effects), semantics, syntax and semotics of a film; ideology of the film (message); segmenting (sequencing); type of relation between film interpretation and the literary source (1. genuine translation from one medium to another, 2. use of authentic texts, 3. modernisation of the literary source, 4. change of setting, 5. adding new things, 6. change of chronology and of plot duration); special features of film interpretation of a drama, prose or poetry (e.g. the poetry of Saint-John Peirse in the film by Jochen Richter)
