	The aim of this course is to inform students about features of different research designs. Particularly, students will learn specific features of action research which denotes a process of systematic and productive actions. These presume a philosophical consideration of values, creatively and in visionary ways – devising new challenges, actively participating in the realisation of productive ideas, gathering data about the process of creation, (self)critical reflections, monitoring of the whole process, publishing the results of our efforts (theorising, (co)creating, reflecting and learning). Students have to plan, conduct and write a report of action research project with the aim of improving their teaching practice.

	Form of teaching
	Students will be organised into small groups. The groups will operate in the regular classroom and they will conduct their action research projects in schools. Along with cooperative learning multimedia lectures will be held in the classroom. During the semester, students will participate in e-learning at the Moodle system.

	Form of assessment
	Students take the written exam at the end of semester. Groups of students have to conduct action research projects, write a report and present it on an oral exam.
