	Brief course description

	The course Croatian and European economy focuses on the fundamental aspects of Croatian and European economics from theory, empirics, and policy. The course is applied macroeconomics, analysing the behaviour of the main macroeconomic variables and examining the economy's economic structure and structural changes in key industries and activities in the market environment. The course's main objective is to familiarize students with the processes of international economic cooperation, focusing on the specifics of regional economic integration and the EU as the most advanced economic integration. In addition, the course promotes academic and general economic discussion of various economic issues related to European integration. Finally, it identifies a market economic strategy that can ensure stable and sustainable economic development, considering modern geopolitical and geo-economic processes.

Expected learning outcomes for the course: Analyse the applicability of economic theories to formulate policies that affect economic operations, economic growth, and development in a global context. Recognize productivity shifts and their implications for global economic governance. Understand the causes and effects of population changes on the labour market and, in the long run, on economic growth and development. Describe Identify European integration policies, state aid and their impact on the competitiveness of individual industries and activities (in a narrow sense) and consequently on the national economy (in a broader sense).
